This morning I went over to visit the children who attend Faith Formation (C.C.D.) very 

early on a Sunday morning.  I started off with the big kids who for the most part weren't 

too thrilled to be there at 8:45 a.m.  As I worked my way to the younger children, I noticed 

that they were more upbeat, but nothing could prepare me for the Kindergarten kids.  I 

walked into their classroom and asked what they were studying, and the conversation went 

something like this: 

Me:  Hey, what are you guys studying? 

Child #1:  We learning bout creation. 

Me:  Really?  That's cool! 

Child #2:  Yea, we learn that Adam and Eve were created. 

Me:  And who created Adam and Eve? 

Child #1:  They were created by God. 

Child #3:  But wait?  Who created God? 

Child #1:  God created himself. 

Me:  (Trying very hard not to laugh) 

Child #4:  God didn't create himself! 

Child #5:  Maybe God is a robot who put himself together. 

Me:  Alrighty then.  My work here is done. 

Ok, I wasn't about to get into a philosophical argument with 5 year olds about God having 

no beginning or no end, but it was fascinating to see how they perceived God, how they 

thought about God, and more importantly how they knew that God was infinitely bigger 

than anything they could possibly imagine.  Jesus tells us we must be like these little chil-

dren and today tells us that if we receive them, we receive him.  The disciples could not 

comprehend this because they were each jockeying for position to see who would be the 

greatest among them.  They did not understand that greatness lies in being and thinking 

like a little child who sees God so differently than we do.  Greatness lies in humility be-

cause one of the first lessons that we are taught as children is that we need to share.  But 

most of all greatness lies in service and realizing that as Christians we have a responsibil-

ity to serve our brothers and sisters.  When we put aside our worldly ambitions and begin 

to behold the world and our God as a little child does, we remember the fundamental truth 

that He is big and we are small and that he placed us all on this tiny little planet to just 

simply serve each other.  That is how we achieve true greatness.

  Stewardship in Action! 
 

This summer a group of stewards from 

our parish and preschool got together to 

design and create a garden for the pre-

school children. Here the children learn to 

plant flowers and vegetables and to take 

ownership of a little part of their world. 

The children are doing a great job weed-

ing and preparing the ground so they can 

soon add their vegetables. Not only are 

they learning where their food comes 

from, they are learning that in order for food to grow someone has to take 

responsibility to weed, fertilize and water. Before you can plant you have 

to feed the ground. When the vegetables are ripe the children will gather 

their harvest and some of the vegetables will be cooked and eaten in 

school. Some will be sent home. Amazing how a carrot is okay to eat if 

you grow it yourself! Through this project we have seen preschool parents 

and other parishioners come together to practice stewardship and take an 

extra interest in what the preschool children are doing. Parents graciously 

have provided good dirt to add to the soil and ornaments to help our gar-

den look good. The children in Kindergarten are helping out with the very 

prolific weeds. We are taking this opportunity to present stewardship as a 

way of life to the children. They are learning from an early age to take care 

of their environment. Hopefully a nurturing way of life will stick with 

these little ones as they grow. The children have found caterpillars that 

they check up on daily as they wait for them to turn into butterflies. They 

are learning that caterpillars need special food to grow. Please stop by the 

garden with your children. We only ask that you teach your children not to 

pick the flowers. The caterpillars and butterflies need those as a food 

source!
